2.1 Principal’s Report
· First couple weeks back from Winter Break have been a success
· Have had a few different field trips throughout the grades all which went very well
· Discussion around newsletter errors and improving accuracy for this week.
2.2 President’s Report

2.3 Treasurer’s Report
· PAC's general account balance: $13,270.26; gaming account: $2,110.06, with Winter Carnival funds deposited.
· 
2.4 Hot Lunch Report
· Fall hot lunch profit (Oct-Dec): $1,920.39; $126 in family donations for student lunches.
· Donations have funded hot dogs, milks, and cookies for students in need; White Spot donated burgers for hot lunch (72 burgers so far).
· More donations have come in for the next quarter and will be used to fund another Hot Dog lunch for kids in need. 
· Milk supplies are still being sourced at a good price and managed weekly; coordination among staff and parents helps ensure correct distribution.
· Hot lunches now run online, streamlining finances and operations, reducing cash handling risks, and improving accuracy.

3.1 Winter Carnival
· [bookmark: _Hlk213268848]The recent winter carnival was a success, with total sales of $1,627.54 and net proceeds of $960 for the PAC.
· Financial breakdowns included amounts raised from raffle tickets ($440), hot dog meals ($335), cake walk ($293), and other smaller sales.
· There was a $300 discrepancy between cash and Square sales, attributed to more cash being collected (including silent auction proceeds) than what was recorded in Square, mainly due to some early sales not being entered and silent auction payments accepted in cash and e-transfer.
· Silent auction raised over $400 and was not fully included in the initial tally; updated totals to be sent out once reconciled.
· Supplies left over from the event (chips, hot dogs) were used for a hot dog party.
· Generous donations for the raffle baskets were acknowledged.
      3.2 Communication and PAC Promotion
· [bookmark: _Hlk219277864]Agreed to make PAC meeting information more accessible and inviting in newsletters and on the school website.
·  Ideas included a one-pager about PAC, highlighting flexible involvement levels and community-building aspects.
· Bringing more parents into PAC still a priority, will start to use PAC events to promote membership with parents
